A Man after God’s heart – David & Mephibosheth
2nd Samuel 4:4; 9:1-13
  After God had removed Saul, He raised up David to be Israel’s king, concerning whom God also testified and said, “I have found David the son of Jesse, a man after My heart, who will do all My will.”













Acts 13:22

Q: Do You Desire to be A Man/Woman After God’s Heart?

David was a Promise Keeper
  - The Promise:
         Jonathan said to David, “14 And if I am still alive, will you not show me the lovingkindness of the LORD, 
       that I may not die? 15 And you shall not cut off your lovingkindness from my house forever, not even when 
       the LORD cuts off every one of the enemies of David from the face of the earth.” … 17 And Jonathan made 
       David vow again because of his love for him, because he loved him as he loved his own life. … 
       41 When the lad was gone, David rose from the south side and fell on his face to the ground, and bowed 
       three times. And they kissed each other and wept together, but David more. 42 And Jonathan said to David, 
       “Go in safety, inasmuch as we have sworn to each other in the name of the LORD, saying, ‘The LORD will be 
       between me and you, and between my descendants and your descendants forever.’” Then David rose and 
       departed, while Jonathan went into the city. 




1st Samuel 20:14-17, 41-42

  - The Background: 
        Now Jonathan, Saul’s son, had a son crippled in his feet. He was five years old when the report of 
       the death of Saul and Jonathan came from Jezreel, and his nurse took him up and fled. And it happened 
       that in her hurry to flee, he fell and became lame. And his name was Mephibosheth.  2nd Samuel 4:4

  - The Search (~20 years later):
         David asked, “Is there yet anyone left of the house of Saul, that I may show him kindness for Jonathan’s 
       sake?” … 3 The king said, “Is there not yet anyone of the house of Saul to whom I may show the kindness 
       of God?” And Ziba said to the king, “There is still a son of Jonathan who is crippled in both feet (2X).”











2nd Samuel 9:1-3
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David was a Type of Christ: Providing Peace, Salvation, Inheritance & Position

  - The Gracious “Kindness of God” Shown to Mephibosheth by King David:
         And Mephibosheth, the son of Jonathan the son of Saul, came to David and fell on his face and prostrated 
       himself. 7 And David said to him, “Do not fear (PEACE), for I will surely show kindness to you for the 
       sake of your father Jonathan (SALVATION), and will restore to you all the land of your grandfather 
       Saul (INHERITANCE); and you shall eat at my table regularly (POSITION Promised).”
       11 So Mephibosheth ate at David’s table regularly (2X) as one of the king’s sons (POSITION Realized).











2nd Samuel 9:6-7, 11
 The “Kindness of God” – PEACE with God
       Having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ.  Romans 5:1
 The “Kindness of God” – SALVATION by Grace to the Undeserving
       By grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God.  Eph 2:8
 The “Kindness of God” – INHERITANCE from God
         Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His great mercy has caused us 
       to be born again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ … 4 to obtain an inheritance 
       which is imperishable and undefiled and will not fade away, reserved in heaven for you.  1st Peter 1:3-4
 The “Kindness of God” – POSITION of Sonship
       For you are all (women & men) sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.  Galatians 3:26   (Rom 8:14, 16)
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
